What are Give Kids A Smile Day

Give Kids A Smile Day is a concentrated day during February - Children’s Dental Health Month -
where dentists throughout the nation provide children with dental education and access to care under
one cohesive event. Any donation of time that benefits children can be atiributed toward Give Kids A
Smile Day (even if it is not on Feb. 3rd).

ANY DAY IN FEBRUARY CAN BE YOUR GIVE KIDS A SMILE DAY!

Having all of the efforts concentrated toward one publicized day aids in each dentist's efforts being rec-
ognized, helps the access to care problem gain recognition, and allows opportunities for the entire den-
tal community to work together for the sake of children’s dental health care.

The NMDA'’s role in the statewide Give Kids a Smile project is to function as a clearing house and
support system for the numerous charitable education, screening, prevention and comprehensive treat-
ment programs throughout the state by having as many of them as possible occur on the same day or
month under the same brand. The campaign also provides a framework for identifying, cataloging and
recognizing the many access activities—large and small—that take place throughout the year. The
NMDA is also working to ensure maximum positive coverage and perception by media, government and
opinion leaders and to assist local dental societies and individual dental offices in those efforts. The
NMDA is providing this Planning Guide to make it as easy as possible for every dentist to participate.

NOTE: This year each participating office must request their supplies and goodie bags directly
from the ADA at ada.org - the NMDA will not be mailing out bags. NMDA can register your office and
request supplies for you if you can not register online or if you have any problems registering - Call
Elizabeth or Sandy at the NMDA - 505-294-1368.

To sign up your office to participate follow these steps: 1. fill out the NMDA registration form
enclosed with this info. packet and fax to (505) 294-9958 or mail it to: NMDA, 9201 Montgomery Blvd
NE, STE 601, Albuquerque, NM 87111. This will enable us to track who is serving which schools and
organizations. 2. log on to ada.org - click on Give Kids A Smile Day, you will need to register to partici-
pate and receive supplies, so click on sign-up. Follow the instructions and fill out as much information as
you have, you can go back later and add to your information as you firm up your plans. 3. Request your
products - click on product request and go to each sponsoring company that you would like to receive
products from and sign up. The goodies bags and Spin Brushes are provided by Crest and you have to
visit their specific web link to sign up for those.

The NMDA also has a variety of release forms, screening charts, permission slips and
Spanish/English bilingual medicaid sign-up information forms available for any participant’s use.



What Your Qffice Cah Do

There are mahy ways dentists and their StafF Cah partiCipate:

1. Contact a local school, Boys and Girls Club or other organization to participate in one of the follow-
ing ways: (If you don’t feel comfortable working on small children, you can call your local high school
to organize an event. The middle schools and high schools in New Mexico’s dental needs are not as
well served as the elementary schools.

a. Arrange a day with the principal or a few teachers to promote dental education to classes, or

conduct a poster contest & hand out dental health care goodie bags provided by ADA (see previous page on
how to request these free supplies).

or
b. Arrange to have the school nurse choose 4-5 children to come into your office on February
3rd for cleanings, screenings and possibly preventative care & give them each a dental health care
goodie bag provided by ADA (see previous page on how to request these free supplies).
or
C. Arrange a day with the principal to perform screenings and hand out dental health care
goodie bOgS provided by ADA (see previous page on how to request these free supplies).
or
d. Contact your local high school and arrange to make presentations to classes on dental health

care and/or careers in the dental health care field. The ADA has marketing tools and handouts for
these presentations.

2. Volunteer at one of the local events taking place in your area or, if there are none arrange an event
for your city with other local dentists. Here are two events you can participate in:

a. The NMDA needs 4 dentists to screen and chart children and possibly be a guest on the senate

floor as the Lt. Governor proclaims Feb. 3 GKAS Day in New Mexico. 8 a.m. -12 p.m. at the Round
House during the Legislative Session.

b. Farmington - Northwest District Dental Society will be providing care at San
Juan community College. Volunteers are needed - call Dr. Julius Manz (505) 566-3018 to volunteer.
C. If your district plans an event, contact the NMDA for volunteers.
